The research project(s) to be developed must involve participants of at least two Arqus universities (including
the applicant’s institution) but may also have participants from universities not belonging to Arqus or from
other research institutions or stakeholders.

The activities could consist in the organization of workshop(s) or other activities with Arqus partner(s). Travel
costs and/or per diem for the applicants, as well as workshop(s) organization expenses, could be funded by this
call.

During the implementation, the successful applicants will be assisted by the local Arqus team whenever needed.

The selection of applicants will be based on the following criteria:
v" Quality of the proposal, aims and objectives
v" Joint research interest in the proposed topic
